Yesterday September 30 was the market 
day in Oak Chun and the beginning of  the 
biggest 5 day holiday in Korea called 
Chusuk. Every one eats rice cakes on 
Chusuk. See picture.  
People make orders for rice cakes 2 or 3 
days in advance see the green circle on the 
door. The Blue circle is people lining up. 
The Red circle is the rice cake in small 
packs and the yellow circle is boxes for 
people who ordered a lot. In the Korean 
Bible Matt 4:4 says “man does not live by 
rice cakes alone” … The market was 
booming with people.  

 
I bought a little white board and wrote 
from the book MH “Courage, hope, faith, 
sympathy, love, promote health and 
prolong life. A contented mind, a cheerful 
spirit, is health to the body and strength to 
the soul.” See Picture. Borrowed a chair 
from a nearby restaurant, set the white 
board where passersby could read, sat 
down and began to speak. Said to the 
people Jesus loves us whether or not we 
know it, and He’ll forgive all our sins. 
Warned the people that Jesus is coming 
soon and we must get ready.   
My ambition and aim in life is to be one 
of  the servants mentioned in the great 
controversy, “Servants of  God, with their 
faces lighted up and shining with holy 
consecration, will hasten from place to 
place to proclaim the message from 
heaven.

With him as with all Koreans and Chinese there is one word of  one verse in the Bible that every time opens 
the eyes of  the Chinese and Koreans and makes them think twice. 
It is this verse. 2 Tim 3:2 “For men shall be lovers of  their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, 
blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy.   It is the word “ Unthankful” the Chinese Bible 
translates unthankful as  忘恩负义  wang en fu yi, en is pronounced like un and fu is like foo in food and yi is 
like abcd E pronounced E. It means to bite the hand that feeds you. But all Koreans and Chinese who do not 
know the Bible only understand this to mean “being unthankful between people” and people and do not 
consider that it primarily means 
between people and God. If  you only 
know these words in Chinese and 
Korean and can explain it to them it 
will be an eye opener every time. The 
Korean way to say it is “ Bay un mang 
duck, mang has a short a. 
While having a packed lunch at a 
gazebo many children gathered around 
restless as most children are with an 
attention span of  about 7 seconds or 
less. 
Asked them “ Do you want to hear a 
very interesting story? They said “Yea” 
so told them the story in 2 kings 4: 
18-35. I tried to tell it with all the gusto 
I could, they loved the story. “my head 
my head then he sat on his mothers 
knee until noon and died, then Elisha 
came and brought the dead man back 
to life. 
The punch line was when he sneezed, 
asked them to guess how many times he 
sneezed they said 10 I said less 5 more 6 
more 9 less finally they said 7 times. 
I always get the biggest blessing by 
mingling with the people. 
And the effort to bless others will react 
in blessings upon ourselves. This was the 
purpose of  God in giving us a part to act in the plan of  redemption{SC 79.1}
